The weeks really are flying by! We would like to share a few updates with you, along with some important information for the coming weeks.
School Communications Update
As you may be aware, Ofcom has recently launched an investigation into X following concerns about its AI tool, Grok. In light of this, we have made the decision to stop using X as a school communication platform.
We will be moving to a new communication platform shortly and will share further details with families next week. Thank you for your understanding and patience during this transition.
Planned Lockdown / Invacuation Procedures
As part of our ongoing commitment to safeguarding, we regularly practise lockdown and invacuation procedures in a calm and age-appropriate way, much like our fire drills. These practices help ensure that staff and pupils know what to do in the very unlikely event of an emergency and are designed to be reassuring rather than alarming.
We will be practising a lockdown drill in the coming weeks and wanted to clearly explain what this will involve:
· Children remaining in their classrooms, seated with familiar staff
· Doors may be closed and locked
· Pupils are encouraged to stay calm and quiet for a short period
· Staff follow clear procedures to ensure everyone’s safety
These practices are carefully planned and do not involve role-play or any frightening scenarios. Pupils are reassured throughout and are always aware that this is a practice. The focus is on staying calm, listening to adults, and feeling safe.
Smartwatches
We would like to gently remind families that smartwatches should not be worn to school. These devices can be distracting and may include features such as messaging, internet access, or cameras, which are not suitable for the school environment.
If your child needs a watch to help them tell the time, this should be a simple, plain analogue watch with no smart functions.
We do currently allow pupils in Years 5 and 6 to bring mobile phones to school. These must be handed in and stored securely in the school office. Please note that the school cannot take responsibility for any loss or damage, and we strongly encourage pupils to leave mobile phones at home wherever possible.
